·  Alberta Statutes were revised in 1922, 1942, 1955, 1970, 1980, & 2000

	Consolidated Statutes 
	Statutes in which the text is kept up-to-date, including all amendments 

(e.g. RSA 2000 loose-leafs).  Not official, but excellent for everyday use.  The Alberta Queen’s Printer publishes useful “Office Consolidations”.

	Annotated Statutes 
	Versions of consolidated Statutes that include citations to judicial consid​eration.  May also include some commentary.  Not official.

	Private Statutes
	Acts affecting specific groups/organizations. Published in Annual Statutes.
e.g.   Edmonton Ambulance Authority Act, S.A. 1981, c. 87.

	Popular name for the record of Parliamentary Debates.  The Alberta equivalent is actually entitled Alberta Hansard.

	Coming into force (CIF) Date


	An Act may come into force on Royal Assent, on a specified date, or on Proclamation.  Check the final Section of the Bill / Act;  if neither a CIF date nor proclamation is mentioned, the default is Royal Assent.
